1. Scope

This addendum applies until further notice.
Unless covered in this addendum, our normal behaviour policy continues to apply.

We may need to amend or add to this addendum as circumstances or official guidance changes. We will communicate any changes to staff, parents and pupils.
2. Expectations for pupils in school
2.1 New rules
When pupils are in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below to keep themselves and the rest of the school community safe.
Staff will be familiar with these rules and make sure they are followed consistently. 
Parents should also read the rules and ensure that their children follow the new procedures that have been put in place. Parents should contact Mrs Caroline Middleton Head of School if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them.
Arrivals, departures and movement around school

Children will arrive at school at the agreed time for their pod. Children will leave their parent at the car park gate and go straight to their designated pod, via the playground keeping a 2m distance from any other person. There will be taped markers on the floors to support with social distancing. At their designated home time, children will leave the building from their specific exit. They will leave one at a time when their parent has come to collect them, again keeping their distance using the taped lines on the floors as a guide. 
If parents are late, children will stand at designated places on the playground so they can be collected with ease whilst not making unnecessary contact with any other families.

Movement around the school will be limited at all times. Children will only leave their pod for breaks outside, Active 30 outside, or to visit the toilet. At all times, they must follow the markers on the floor to ensure they stay 2m from others. When leaving their pods, children will always do so by following an adult or following instructions by an adult supervising. 

Hygiene, such as handwashing sanitising, coughing and sneezing
Children will be expected to follow all hand washing and hygiene routines whilst in school. Children will wash hands /use hand sanitiser before entering school, after returning from the outside, before and after eating and at regular intervals during the day. 

Children must follow the catch it, bin it, kill it, slogan when in school. If they need to cough or sneeze, they should use a tissue or crook of their arm. Tissues are available in each pod. Children will be reminded not to touch their face, mouth, nose or eyes while at school. No spitting or coughing in the direction of any other person is permitted. Should a child refuse to follow these routines and procedures then the sanctions listed below will be used.
Social distancing
Most of our older children will be expected to socially distance from others in school and on the playground/field at all times. Children returning to school will have their own table with chairs spaced 2m apart. Children will wash their hands on entering their pod and then proceed straight to their desk by via the shortest route. Children must not get out of their seats and can put up their hand if they require assistance. Teachers will ensure that all children, so far as possible, will adhere to social distancing measures. Understandably, socially distancing may be more difficult for younger children, they will be encouraged frequently to maintain a distance from others, however, we understand this may not always be possible. Older children who choose not to follow the social distancing rules will be sanctioned as outlined below.
   Feeling unwell
   Children will be expected to tell a member of staff if they feel unwell and are exhibiting signs of Covid 19. They will be dealt with following the procedures outlined in the procedures booklet. 
   Personal equipment and resources
Children are fully responsible for their own equipment e.g. water bottles and lunches. They will be given their own resources to use and under no circumstances will share these with anyone else. 
   Breaks or play times, including where children may or may not play

   All children will play in their allocated area for their pod. They will be encouraged to use socially distanced games or can skip on their own.
Use of toilets
Children will be encouraged to use the toilets at break and lunch times. If a child needs the toilet they will be permitted to go but no more than 2 at a time. Children from pods must not mix. Toilet access will be supervised during lunch and break times. 
2.2 Behaviour - Rewards and Sanctions
The usual rewards offered for good behaviour will not be in use during Covid-19. House points will not be given out. Teachers and Teaching Assistants will use verbal praise as much as possible. Mrs Middleton will lead a virtual celebration assembly each week in which children will be praised.
The traffic lights system will not be used during Covid-19.

If a child refuses to adhere to the necessary routines and procedures such as: hand washing; social distancing; remaining in their pods or they choose to display deliberate behaviour that puts themselves or others at risk, then the procedure below will be followed. 

1) An initial conversation with the child will take place reminding them of the need to observe the current rules due to everyone’s safety. 

2) If the child persists with a deliberate failure to respect the health and safety of other pupils and staff members, then the parent/carer will be expected to collect the pupil and a fixed term exclusion will be applied.

2.3 Other considerations

We are very mindful that some children may find adjusting back into school routines challenging. We are also aware some of our children may be anxious about the return, angry and frustrated that school is not what it was prior to lockdown, or have experienced bereavements for example whilst away from school. This could cause some pupils to struggle with the clear boundaries being set. Often examples of poor behavior can be a cry for help. Each individual case will be dealt with by SLT based on the facts presented and other information that may come to light. This will allow us to respond with the appropriate support package for that pupil. Parents may be consulted if there is a need.

However, this will not be a substitute for a child deliberately choosing to flout the expected behavior rules and putting others at risk. 
3. Expectations for pupils at home

3.1 Remote learning rules

If pupils are not in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below.
Parents should also read the rules and ensure their children follow them. Parents should contact Mrs Middleton if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them.
We expect our pupils to:

Be contactable during the school day, although they may not be at a device all of that time

Complete work to the deadline set by teachers as far as possible
Seek help if they need it from the teachers 

Alert teachers if they’re not able to complete work

Use proper online conduct, such as using appropriate language in messages
4. Monitoring arrangements

We will review this policy as guidance from the local authority or Department for Education is updated, and as a minimum at the end of every month by the Executive Headteacher. 
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
