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Marking and Presentation Policy
Marking:

Introduction
Marking of children’s work is a fundamental part of the process of teaching and learning in school and is an important part of the assessment process.  Marking demonstrates a respect for the work produced, gives feedback and indicates the ways in which the individual child can improve.  Marking will also encourage the child to look at errors in a positive manner.

Our Aims

· To give credit for achievement.

· To provide guidance on future needs and to help improve work in progress. 

· To monitor learning and progress.

· To teach children to develop their own evaluative and assessment skills in responding to their own work and that of others.

Entitlement.

All children will receive verbal and/or written responses to tasks indicating their achievements and identifying strengths and areas for improvement.

Specific comments relating to improving skills and understanding will be made during the process of learning wherever possible. During these discussions, children will be encouraged to evaluate their own work and be given opportunities to assess the work of others. 
Here at Bridgemere CE School we believe that ‘live marking’ with the children is the most beneficial.  
Implementation
· Work will be marked in green pen and where applicable with the child concerned. 

· Teacher’s comments will be written in cursive handwriting.

· Teachers will use their professional judgement as to the amount and type of errors indicated in any single piece of work.

· Incentive stamps, stickers or merits can be used for all children where appropriate.

· Marking will be handed back quickly to encourage discussion of work and focus on targets.

· The teacher’s professional judgement is the key factor in all assessment.  Therefore, marking will often be selective and focused on specific areas in order to foster positive attitudes in our children.

· Children will be encouraged at times to mark their own work or group work using peer assessment, if appropriate.
· Peer assessments will be done on post-its and stuck over the piece of work assessed. 
· Success ‘Can I….?’ criteria will be used where appropriate for teacher and pupil marking. Criteria will be ticked.

· Children have time to self-assess a piece of work 

( - Yes I got it!

( - I need some more practise 

( - I haven’t got it yet
· If a session has been entirely practical, either an annotated photo of the session should be in books, or a statement describing the focus of the session.
· Daily targeted marking to take place with a group focus when marking writing to ensure there is not an overload of marking for the teacher and all books are marked weekly with specific detail.

· Supply teachers should mark all set work and return it to the class teacher.

· The audience for children’s work will be widened in order to demonstrate our respect and the value we give it.  For example, reading and sharing work in the class group, with other classes, displaying work in all parts of the school, photographic recording, sharing work with other schools and the wider community.

· In these ways, marking will contribute to the raising of self-confidence and self-esteem.
English:

· English marking will include its own set of marking symbols which is in line with Ready Steady Write sentence checkers that are in the back of children’s books.

· All age appropriate high frequency words should be underlined if they are spelt wrong and corrected by the children (unless a child with specific needs in this area).
The teacher or child will write the spelling on the child’s individual spelling word bank that are in the back of the children’s books.

In KS1 the children are expected to practise the writing of the spelling 3x in their book. 
· Blue pen is only to be used by children in the editing process of their writing. At all other times they are to use pencil.

Maths:
· Teachers marking will based around four main symbols which will require different pupil responses. 

1. The dot indicates corrections.

The child writes the correct answer in pencil next to the error, they do not rub out or write over the error.
2. The mountain indicates a challenge to follow on or extend learning.
3. T/LSA indicates that they have worked with a Teacher or Learning Support Assistant to complete the work

4. I indicates that a child who may have previously needed support has completed the work independently 

Science / RE / History / Geography:
· The success ‘Can I….?’ criteria will be ticked by the teacher or pupil. This will indicate the work has been checked and the criteria achieved. If the child has not achieved the success criteria the teacher will tick the bottom of the page to indicate the learning has been checked. 

· In some cases the children will self-assess a piece of work 

( - Yes I got it!

( - I need some more practise 

( - I haven’t got it yet

· In some cases the mountain symbol will be used to indicate a challenge to follow on or extend learning.
· Specific language may also be highlighted.
