1. Minutes from last meeting.  Minutes agreed form 15/11/24 meeting.
· The new school security gate is in situ – had a few initial glitches which have now been sorted. 

2. Parent representatives for each year- LH and CM
Approaching potential parent representatives was discussed again. If CM and parent reps do come across anyone please do ask them if they want to join.
NW enquired whether she was still wanted as a parent representative as she had not been able to attend meetings for a while? CM confirmed Yes as she was still contributing to the agenda. 

3. School Meals- LH 
LH had been asked by a parent to bring up the new school meals. The menus and variety of meals on offer are well received but LH reported that parental feedback was the older children were coming back hungry and cited that they had not had enough to eat. SD seconded this and had been asked to raise this too. 
CM advised that the main course on offer is a set value/size and has a portion control, but the children should be offered freshly baked bread and salads in addition to the meal offered each day. CM advised she would ensure that the children are being made aware of this. Also tasting session for parents being arranged and CM will let all parents know when this is. 

4. One Way system into school grounds?- LH 
LH had been asked to enquire if the one way system is in situ still where parents had to go in one way by class 1 and come out by Class 3? CM advised this is not the case. CM to send a message out to parents advising them.

5. The Great British Spring Clean Campaign with the RSPCA- NW
NW wanted to bring to CM attention that the RSPCA at Stapeley Grange were offering Free workshops for Schools during March and April with the RSPCA Education Officer free of charge. CM to contact.

Question raised over this years Panto trip due to costings especially related to transportation. This is a work in progress. 

7. Standing Item: News from School 
· CM advised SIAME inspection is now due (date TBC) This is where the Diocese comes and inspects the school to ensure that they are celebrating the Christian vison both within the school and within its community and underpinning Christian values. The inspectors come and look at very specific things and this requires parent feedback so CM will be sending out parent questionnaires. 
· World book day is on Thursday 6th March. Parents have been notified very early this time upon request. 
· Class 3+4 Residential Trip – School are looking at a venue in Staffordshire called ‘Ingestre Hall’ which specialises in Drama and arts. This is offering something different to allow a balance for those children who are not outdoor activity orientated. Music, Drama, theatre workshops. The school will have exclusive use of the entire hall and its grounds. Usual three days and two nights. CM/ Mrs McGarrigle to send letters out as soon as possible. 
· CM Confirmed that Class 4 after the SATs will be taking on a project to  ‘Make a Change in the Community’ looking at communities and leadership and what can be done to  make a change. This has come through the Diocese. The children will have opportunities to be an activist to address local issues e.g Rubbish, speeding and see what can be done. 
· Sports Day hopefully Monday 19th May- after the SATs week (weather permitting) 

8. AOB   
· SD enquired about Sports Clubs and the lack of uptake of them. There used to be a SMS sent out by school towards the end of the term to remind parents to book into next terms clubs. This did not happen in December and thus Jan/Febs Tuesdays club has been cancelled which left the children already booked on very disappointed. SD is worried that more of Coach Colins Clubs will get cancelled if the booking of them is not advertised by the school. CM to ensure SMS is sent out at the end of each term by the office.
