Monday 30th June 2025 6.00pm- The Swan Inn at Wybunbury 

Apologies: Christy Woods, Emma Minshull and Anna Bates.
Attendees: Caroline Middleton (CM) Laura Hope (LH), Sue Dale (SD),Debra Davies (DD)  Laura Ayers (LA), Nova Wallace (NV) and Emily Jarratt (EJ) 

1. Minutes from last meeting.  Minutes agreed from 26.03.2025 meeting.
· CM confirmed that Bikeability is booked in for December 2025 

2. KS2 Residentials V’s Topic Related Day trips (feedback from parents- on last meeting’s agenda) - CM
CM enquired if there was any feedback from PC Reps on the proposal of the KS2 Residentials being every other year and the year without teachers to plan topic related day trips- the school currently do not hold many day trips as they are aware of the cost implications to parents with having residential to pay for. 
Feedback: 
· Most parents were not aware that this was the reason that not day trips were not happening.
· Most feedback was 50/50 – some parents like the fact that school KS2 residential trips are the only opportunity their child has to have a fun overnight stay away from parents. Especially useful to prepare Year 6 pupils for the 5 day/4 night residential trip they face in Year 7 at High School. 
Those parents who either have very anxious children or do not like their child staying overnight either do not allow their child to go or some have chosen to let their child go for the day parts and pick them up of an evening to sleep at home and then return them in the morning.
· In depth discussion ensued for pro’s and con’s it was agreed with CM that school has the decision on this matter. Teachers / Staff to see how the class/ pupils/parents feel each term or topic and go from there.  

3. Standing Item: Friends of Bridgemere
- Father’s Day fundraiser went very well. 
- Non uniform day Monday 14th July in exchange for a tombola prize for the summer fair.
- Summer fair Thursday 17th July.- most of the work and planning has been for the summer fair of late.
Sponsorship going very well. Variety of stalls being planned. NW commented that she will try and push for a voucher for a ‘paddle session’ 

4. Standing Item: News from School 
· CM Advised that the new marketing strategy in place to advertise the school has been a success and there has been an influx of new pupil admissions throughout the school. This has had a positive impact on the budget forecast from Sept 2025 onwards. Projected number for admissions in September has grown too- Nursery in particular. 
· Catering in school continues to have positive feedback. Mrs Myers is very much getting into the swing of things with the new catering provider. 
· CM would like to welcome Libby Hancock ECT to Class 2 in September who will be supported by the staffing team.
· Art and DT Club- CM enquired if this was still a popular club- overwhelming answer- YES ! 
PC Reps enquired whether Mrs Strefford needs to charge a small fee for this club to cover materials as PC Reps believe that most parents would not want Mrs Strefford to be out of pocket. The feedback for her clubs and what Mrs Strefford completes in classes was very positive . CM to take this back. 
· CM has diarised a reminder to be sent out to parents early in September with regards to drop off protocol in the mornings – especially with a new intake- new parents may not be aware. 
· CM to send a reminder if needed re: at collection time children swinging off the tree and damaging the lawned area in front of Class one. CM will play this by ear.

5. AOB   
· Sports Clubs- LM-   LH enquired the current booking system is block booking for the entire term only. Previous provider let you pick the dates the children could attend by booking individual sessions. This also helps for trail sessions. 
The preferred days of the week for these clubs were discussed- it was agreed that Fridays were not so popular. CM to enquire with the provider.
· After School Club- SD  - SD enquired regarding BOOST numbers- Will BOOST Still be provided with a lot of users in Year 6 Leaving in July? CM responded that it will always be provided with two members of staff. From September onwards Mrs Clinton will be taking a role in working in BOOST too. 
· Behaviour Policy DD-  DD had an enquiry from one of her parents in her year group what the behaviour policy was? The parents she represents had concerns about consistency. PC Reps in attendance also agreed that they were not sure on what the system is for issuing yellow or red cards. 
CM Advised: 
~ a couple of verbal warnings given, persistent warnings then cause issuing of Yellow cards. However depending on the severity of the matter that has occurred sometimes a yellow card can be issued if a more serious matter. When a yellow card is issued, parents get notified by SMS. 
~ following this if bad behaviour continues a red card is issues and these can lead to possible day exclusion. Parents are brought in for a meeting etc. 
CM to send out a copy of the behaviour policy so that parents are aware of the system in place in school at the beginning of September. PC Reps thought this would be helpful. 
· Tech issues in school – NW- NW enquired if Mrs McG had managed to sort out the technical issues with Class 4’s i-pads? 
CM confirmed that they have found a new IT support provider which will be very helpful to the school.
· Parents Reps from September-  CM thanked everyone for their time and attendance at Parent Council meetings this last year. Discussion had to see if everyone that can stay on as a Parent rep is happy to? - everyone agreed. Thank you to Year 6 parent Reps. Discussion had about outstanding gaps in Parent council Reps. LH to send CM the Parent Rep list for CM to look at recruitment options.
