Parent Council Meeting Minutes
Thursday 18th September 2025 6.00pm- The Swan Inn at Wybunbury 

Apologies: Debra Davies, Laura Ayers, Emily Jarrett, Emma Minshull and Anna Bates.
Attendees: Caroline Middleton (CM) Laura Hope (LH), Sue Dale (SD), Anna Bates (AB) and Chloe Bowker (CB) 

1. Minutes from last meeting.  Minutes agreed from 30.06.2025 meeting.
· CM confirmed still needs to send out the Attendance and Behaviour policy for new parents to be made aware of and to also to remind established parents. CM To action
· CM advised that the marketing strategy has been working well. School has 90 pupils now including nursery. There is currently 11 in nursery which means the 2026 intake will hopefully be 11, possibly more. Also had a lot of new interest from potential new children of older ages. 
· Miss Libby Hancock has been well received – all the children, staff and parents love her.

2. Parent Representatives for each year - LH
LH welcomed CB who has a child in Nursery and wanted to see what Parent Council was about and would decide after the meeting if she would like to join to be the Nursery Parent Rep. 
Discussion followed regrading gaps in Parent Council Reps for Year 6, Reception (Both currently do not have a Rep) and equally one more required for Years 1,2 and 3. If anyone knows anyone who might be interested, please contact LH or CM.

3. I-Pads in Class 4 – SD/LH
LH was asked to raise by a parent – Parent raised concern that I-pads are given out by teacher once maths work is completed for Pupils to complete TT Rockstars. Parent is concerned that their child reports back that some children are not completing work on the i-pads and playing games that are non-educational. Parent is worried that children might rush through their work to pick up the i-pads and play games.
CM advised she would liaise with Mrs McGarrigle and once information returned would let SD/ LH know to take it back to the parent. CM also advised that Class Four pupils do get encouraged to use a selection of educational mathematical games that collect points, not all children respond well to mathematics via writing and textbooks so for some children mathematical games on i-pads help. CM also assured parents that the childrens i-pads do have limits and restrictions set on them so children cannot just access anything on them. 

4. Reading - CM
CM advised that KS2 staff are finding things difficult as KS2 pupils are not reading at home. Please can all parents encourage reading at home at night and ensure that the communication book is signed when completed. Staff do realise that this can be difficult but as much as the school tries to be as homework free as possible but equally, this does get the children ready for the high school transition. 

5. Uniform- CM
CM requested that every item of clothing that comes in either on a child or with a child- please can this get labelled with your childs name. The school has been overwhelmed with lost property since the start of term, especially coats! Please contact school office re: any missing items.

6. Standing Item: Friends of Bridgemere
- AGM meeting first week in November – a lot of changes in FOBs so this is important. 
- With the changes up and coming FOBs will be concentrating on the Christmas and Summer Fairs and maybe a Pub Quiz. Christmas Fair confirmed as Thursday 4th December 3.15-5.00pm
PC members are asked to encourage any new parent who would like to get involved in FOBs due to dwindling numbers, especially the younger childrens years. 
- CM confirmed that the school will not be completing the children’s designed Christmas cards this year due to poor uptake last year- his has a lot of input from scholl staff to complete and barely made any profit last year. 

7. Standing Item: News from School 
· CM advised that it has been a good start to term. Classrooms have been changed around and look good.
· Parent feedback that their children are enjoying the variety of menus and quality of school meals. Very positive. 
· Mrs Chandlar is now in class 2 with Miss Hancock.
· Miss Clinton is in Class 1.
· Mrs Gafney is working in KS2 with Mrs Hollowood. 
· Parents evenings have been confirmed for after half term- Monday 3rd and Tuesday 4th November. Letters will be sent out in advance. 
· There is a very healthy attendance to BOOST. It has great feedback and all is going well.
· CM confirmed that KS2 complete swimming every other year and this is due this year. Pupils will be taken out one afternoon a week. Letters will be sent out in advance. 

8. AOB   
· Carparking – AB
AB has been asked to pass on by a parent in her year group that it is felt that parking in the narrow lanes is unsafe. Vehicles speed down the road despite the flashing speed and school warning signs. With Doddington Estates planning permission being granted, part of the Terms and Conditions was for the Estate to provide a bigger carpark for the school, has the school heard anymore about this? 
CM advised no but confirmed she would try and contact the Estate Office to enquire about an update for this. 

· Speeding Vehicles Campaign- CM
CM confirmed that the children has received funding from the Diocese and have started a “20mph is plenty” campaign. Local MP and Councillors have been contacted. CM hoping that the publicity for this will reduce the speed of the vehicles that use the road. 

· CB confirmed at the end of the meeting that she is willing to stay on as a Parent Representative for Nursery Year and attend Parent Council Meetings. Thank you and Welcome Chloe.
